D The University now has more than 10
memoranda of understanding with
institutes and universities across India
including Jawaharlal Nehru University;
University of Pune; Indian Institute
of Management, Bangalore; Indian
Institute of Science, Bangalore; Indian
Institute of Technology, Mumbai; the
Energy Resource Institute School of
Advanced Studies; Birla Institute
of Technology and Science, Pilani;
NALSR University of Law, Hyperabad,
and Madras School of Social Work.

D The International Assessments for
Indian Schools is a joint venture
between Educational Assessment
Australia, a not-for-profit business
unit of UNSW and Macmillan India.
The assessments, first run in India

in 2004, assessed a broad range of
students’ skills that have application
and relevance across the curriculum,
and support lifelong learning. The
International Assessments have tested
more than 300,000 students to date.

D UNSW’s International Projects (IP)
Division has been awarded a US$1
million Asian Development Bank
contract to develop a pension plan
for India’s informal labour sector.

DIP has also worked with the
University’s Centre for Sustainable
Built Environment on a solar housing
project in Himachal Pradesh.

D The Indian Ministry of Mines has

seconded staff to UNSW for training
in environmental management.
